Draft Minutes

Called to order (1:15 pm) by President J. Clark.
1.0 J. Clark announced that H. Zelaznik would serve as Parliamentarian for the meeting.

2.0 The minutes of the Business Meeting of October 1, 2005 were approved unanimously. 
3.0 The Financial report was accepted unanimously.   The report indicated that Academy investments are doing well.  In the last three years, the Academy investment portfolio has grown from approximately $94,000 to $147,000.  R. Martens was commended for an excellent job of creating a financial strategy for Academy investments.  
4.0 The Annual Reports were accepted unanimously.   
5.0 J. Clark asked the body to consider who might like to serve as Academy Newsletter Editor and to notify her if interested.  She stressed the importance of this role for the Academy.

6.0 J. Morrow of the Documents of Governance Committee presented a number of “housekeeping” changes to the By-Laws.  As required, these changes were sent to the membership 30 days in advance.  The changes were accepted unanimously following Morrows’ motion and a second.  (Attach the By-Laws changes?)
7.0 Updates on NRC recognition – NRC, a branch of the National Academy of Sciences, evaluates doctoral programs in certain disciplinary areas.  Kinesiology has not been included in these evaluations, however, after a presentation from representatives of the Academy, the NRC has now agreed to include Kinesiology in the evaluations.  A debt of gratitude was offered to the AAKPE leadership and all who have been involved in attaining this recent acknowledgement by the NRC.  J. Clark expressed thanks to all the institutions that sent lists of completed dissertations.  A full report of the process leading up to NRC acknowledgement will appear in an upcoming issue of Quest.  J. Dunn noted that the acknowledgement by NRC is “good news,” but that the NRC process is “fouled up,” and universities must be “on their toes” regarding how data are sent to NRC for evaluation.  He noted that “many rules are still evolving” in the NRC doctoral program evaluation process.

8.0 Setting an agenda – Incoming President, S. Silverman, talked about his plans for the upcoming year.  He indicated that he is planning on working on a policy for dealing with the “handful” of members who have not paid dues.  He also indicated an interest in studying how we work with other organizations.  He will be sending out an e-mail to solicit input on where we should go as an organization.

9.0 D. Rose, on behalf of J. Wilmore, read a memorial of Academy Fellow, Ernest D. Michael (#242) who passed away last year.
10.0 The announcement was made that the 2007 Annual Meeting will be held in Savannah, GA at the Hilton Savannah Desoto.  The conference theme will be “Kinesiology in the 21st Century,” and the proposed meeting dates are September 27th through 29th.

Other business - D. Feltz recommended the Academy study the feasibility of an American Kinesiology Association (AKA).  J. Clark said S. Silverman will follow-up on that idea with other leaders and associations.  W. Spirduso agreed that we need to follow-up on the AKA as well as solidify one name for our discipline and one single organization representing Kinesiology.
