1. Meeting was called to order by President G. Reeve at 3:40 pm.
2. The 2004 meeting, meeting site, and program were discussed.  General consensus was that the site, Oak Brook Hills Resort, was excellent and the program was well received.  Of special note, was the change to using one central laptop for presenters to reduce lag time between presentations and taking questions after each session rather than waiting to take questions at the end of a series of presentations.  Both of these changes were viewed as improvements.
3.  Review of activities from the Annual Business Meeting

3.1. A new by-laws change was discussed.  The change would increase the dues for International Fellows from the current $33 to $42 to cover the cost of postage and journal production.  International Fellows may opt to not receive the journal, and not pay these costs.  G. Payne agreed to prepare the actual wording of article 11, Section 2 and send it to K. Scott 
4. Items remaining from the Executive Committee Meeting of September 9, 2004 were discussed.
4.1. Regarding the CAAHEP Accreditation of Exercise Physiology and Exercise Science programs, G. Reeve will send a letter expressing that we do not support the accreditation and that this accreditation may not be in the best interest of programs in these areas.
4.2. Regarding the Doctoral Program Reviews, J. Morrow will continue the dialogue with representatives from the NRC.  G. Reeve will send a letter to relevant department chairs with information to be shared with Graduate Deans.  In addition, the proposal was made to make the Committee on Doctoral Program Review a standing committee.  The Documents of Governance Committee will draft an Operating Code for consideration, and possible approval of the Executive Committee.
4.3. Some discussion ensued concerning the ambiguity of terminology, “Immediate Past President.”  R. Magill and the Documents of Governance Committee will examine Operating Codes and By-Laws to determine clearer terminology. 
5. Several issues were discussed regarding the Newsletter Editor and the status of this position.  They included:
· Should the Newsletter Editor be a member of the Executive Committee?

· Should the responsibility be assumed by the Secretary/Treasurer?

· Because there is now considerable overlap between the newsletter and the website, should the Newsletter Editor also be responsible for the website?

· J. Morrow would like to obtain photos of all current fellows for the website.
· In light of the above discussions, G. Reeve charged M. Sherman to continue in his role as Newsletter Editor for a period of one-year, and to write an Operating Code with expanded duties including website oversight.
6. The Committee revisited doctoral program evaluations with special consideration toward who shall perform the data analysis and should they be paid for this work.  If so, how much should they be paid?  J. Morrow and A. Jackson are being considered to do the analysis.  J. Morrow will submit a proposal to the Executive Committee that will be considered, discussed, and resolved via e-mail.  
7. AAKPE committee recommendations for 2004-2005 were discussed.
8. Questions arose and discussion ensued regarding how AAKPE documents should be preserved for historical record.  J. Morrow recommended they be preserved on CDs, but others suggested that future computers might not use CDs.  G. Reeve will ask S. Kretchmar to ask the archivist at Penn State.
9. The 2005 Conference and Program were discussed.  September 29 through October 1, 2005 was selected as the official conference date for next year.  The conference site will be the Marriott Solana in Dallas, TX.  Ideas for the program were discussed with J. Morrow suggested the concept of “Looking Back and Pressing On,” to maintain some emphasis on the history of AAKPE, because next year is the 75th anniversary of the organization.  J. Morrow also offered the idea of increasing next year’s budget slightly to allow for formal invitations, the banquet, special 75th anniversary initiatives, etc.
10. Final preparations for the upcoming Banquet were briefly discussed.   
11. G. Reeve indicated that he would like to have an Executive Committee conference call in approximately six weeks. K. Scott agreed to facilitate the call.  G. Reeve will be in touch with all Executive Committee members regarding the upcoming call.
12. Other –
12.1.1. The Doctoral Program Review Committee will be charged with considering criteria for program inclusion.
12.1.2. Nominations for President-elect were briefly considered.
