Called to order (2:00pm) and welcome by President J. Clark.
1.0 A motion was made to approve the minutes from the EC conference call meeting of December 7, 2005.  Contingent upon changing the date at the top to 12/7/05, the motion was seconded and passed unanimously 
2.0 Conference Update 2006 – J. Clark offered appreciation to K. Scott for all she does for the Academy including her work toward making the upcoming 2006 Annual Conference a success.  On behalf of the Academy, Clark will send a note to Rainer Martens about the outstanding work of K. Scott toward the administration of Academy business.  K. Scott provided a brief overview of conference expenses, but cautioned that they were not final.  Upon finalizing the conference financial statement, she will send them out.
3.0 Status and discussion of:

3.1 Bylaws of the Doctoral Program Evaluation Committee – Incoming President, S. Silverman, will charge the new committee, and G. Reeve, who is rotating to Chair of the Documents of Governance Committee, will act to have this committee considered as a standing committee.
3.2 International Fellows Committee – G. Roberts is chairing a committee to consider the role of International Fellows in the Academy.  The committee is composed of G. Reid (Canada), S. Loland (Norway), and A. Krueger (Germany). 

3.3 Canadian Fellows – Many professional societies are North American.  Thus, should the Academy’s International Fellows from Canada have full Active Fellow status?  The EC was encouraged to think about the prospects of such a change.  The general consensus of the EC was to leave their status as is for now.   S. Silverman will examine Section 5 Article 1 of the Academy Bylaws to consider the viability of such a change.

4.0 Conference Update 2006 – G. Reeve reported that the format for the program would be slightly different this year as more discussion time has been built-in following each presenter.  In addition, two open discussion period shave been added.  Reeve added that all speakers who were invited to speak accepted the invitation and showed enthusiasm for the topic.  J. Clark thought that it would be a “good idea” for the future to get new Fellows involved in the program.  G. Reeve reiterated the “incredible” contributions of K. Scott in preparing the program for this year’s conference.

5.0 Newsletter Editor, M. Sherman, made a number of recommendations for his position (see his annual report).  He offered a special thank you to K. Scott for her work with the Academy and the transition to the electronic newsletter.

6.0 J. Clark indicated that the Newsletter Editor Operating Code, and office reports will be approved at the upcoming Executive Committee conference call.  At the upcoming business meeting J. Clark will ask if anyone is interested in serving in the role of Newsletter Editor.  G. Reeve recommended contacting M. Fischman.  The suggestion was made that the Member-at-large assume the role of the Newsletter Editor.  Another idea was to eliminate one member-at-large position and add the Newsletter Editor to the EC.  The EC was asked to consider these ideas.  
7.0 Membership Committee Report – A lively discussion ensued regarding lapsed memberships.  The consensus was that the Academy needs an official policy as to when one is officially removed from fellowship as a result of non-payment of dues. Two issues exist: 1) the need for a future policy, and 2) a decision about what to do with the current batch of “non-payers.”  An ad hoc committee will be formed to deal with these issues.  Recommendations for the committee were:

S. Silverman will constitute the committee to create a new policy for non-payment of dues.

The Academy currently has 144 members with a maximum allowable of 150.  How shall this be handled?  S. Silverman recommended it be discussed at the upcoming EC meeting on Saturday.  This led to a question about standards for fellowship.  Are they high enough?  A brief discussion also ensued regarding whether or not a rationale needs to be provided to nominees, or their nominators, when the nominee is not elected to fellowship.  The recommendation was made to move the date for submission of nominations to 2/1 from 3/15.  The recommendation will be forwarded to the Documents of Governance Committee as suggested by the Membership Committee.

8.0 The financial status of the Academy is “excellent.”  The stocks held were “prosperous” showing a 50+% increase as a result of Rainer Martens investment strategy.  Thanks were offered to Rainer for his financial advice.  K. Scott is in the process of locating a financial expert to examine the AAKPE finances and report back to the EC.  A brief discussion ensued regarding the use of the Academy financial reserves.  One idea was to create a leadership academy or institute.  However, if this were to be done, a business plan would need to be developed.  J. Clark volunteered to prepare a plan for a future meeting.  Another idea was to seek better ways to publicize the academy, because so many people do not know what it is.  

9.0 NRC follow-up – J. Clark expressed her gratitude to those institutions who submitted their lists of dissertations for consideration by the NRC.  K. Scott will compile the list for presentation on the Academy website and for sharing with all participating institutions.  The NRC situation will be further explained and discussed at the Business Meeting on Saturday.

10.0 The Academy nominees for the President’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports Honor Award have done very well according to J. Clark.

11.0 Next year’s conference – Baltimore was determined to be too expensive for a 2007 conference site.  Thus, Savannah was selected.  Rooms will cost approximately $145 and food costs will be less that the Westward Look (Tucson).  The prospective dates for next year’s conference are September 27-30, 2007.  The hotel will be the Desoto Hilton in the older part of downtown Savannah.

12.0 The agenda for the Business meeting is ready with the addition of the item regarding the NRC.

13.0 A brief discussion was held regarding Roberta Rikli’s (August, 2006) publication in Quest.  The topic fits well with J. Clark’s theme for next year’s conference – “Kinesiology in the 21st Century.”
