October 1, 2005
Executive Committee Meeting
Solana Marriott

Westlake, TX

Present : J. Clark (President), G. Payne (Secretary/Treasurer), G. Reeve (Past President), K. Scott (Business Manager), J. Shea (Member-at-Large), M. Sherman (Member-at-Large), S. Silverman (President-Elect)

Called to order (3:25pm) by President J. Clark.
1.0  The meeting opened with a discussion of the 2005 Annual Meeting.  J. Morrow was congratulated for his work in preparing the program.  To this point, all comments regarding the program had been positive.  Eighty-two people were in attendance at the meeting.
A brief discussion focused on golf times.  Could golf start early in the morning, so the meetings could start a bit later?  Eighteen attendees participated in the golf outing.  Could they come in a day early for golf?

The site (Solana Marriott in Westlake, TX) was discussed with some concerns expressed over the perceived isolation of the site.  The hotel was well received.  The food and service were thought to be excellent, and many expressed that they liked the exercise room.

2.0 The Committee reviewed the activities from the Business meeting earlier in the day.   Members liked the idea of taking time to allow the incoming Presidents to discuss and set their agenda.

3.0
J. Clark recommended that the Academy begin a tradition of listing all Fellows in the conference program.

4.0 G. Reeve recommended that the Executive Committee charge the Committee on Documents of Governance to examine all operating codes over the next year.  Some codes appear to be out-of-date.
5.0 K. Scott volunteered to travel to The Pennsylvania State University to the Academy Archives to seek additional information about International Fellows and Associate Members.  The EC agreed that this would be a good idea and that Scott should be paid for this work.  A motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously to have K. Scott do this work and be paid an honorarium to be determined by K. Scott and J. Clark.  J. Clark also indicated that she would appoint an International Committee to resolve any controversies about International Fellows and their status, numbers, etc.

6.0 G. Reeve recommended that a hard copy of the Academy By-Laws be prepared for use at all future Executive Committee and Business meetings.

7.0 The Executive Committee discussed possible candidates for the slate of officers for next year’s election.  Ideas were brainstormed for all available positions.  It was determined that M. Sherman will continue to prepare the newsletter through the next edition, but J. Clark will seek a replacement for Newsletter Editor.

8.0 The 2006 conference was discussed with G. Reeve distributing a handout regarding his ideas for a conference theme for next year, “The Academic Discipline of Kinesiology.”  Reeve suggested that presentations could include
discussions of the definition of Kinesiology, what our students should know, what does each area or sub-discipline contribute to the greater field, how do we assess what students have learned, what is an academic discipline, and are we an academic discipline or health profession.  He further stated that department chairs and various experts could be invited.
9.0 The Annual Banquet was briefly discussed.  K. Scott distributed a sample program for the upcoming event.  All indications suggested that the Banquet was set-to-go.

10.0 Issues for next year were briefly discussed.  Topics for consideration next year included: strategic planning, membership criteria, creating an ad hoc committee on international fellows.  The Executive Committee also agreed that a discussion should be held with Human Kinetics to consider the Academy’s long-term agreement with them and the potential need for operating costs in future years.  According to K. Scott a M.O.U. exists.  All agreed that a review of that document was in order.  The group also agreed that this was an excellent chance to express the Academy’s gratitude for the support of Human Kinetics Publishing.  J. Clark indicated that she would talk to G. Reeve and R. Martens about the future of this relationship.  K. Scott was also commended and thanked for her contributions and the quality of her work on behalf of the Academy.

11.0 The 2007 conference was discussed.  Possible sites included Savannah, GA; Boston; and Baltimore (Landsdown Inner Harbor Resort).  J. Clark and K. Scott were asked to proceed in selecting a site.  Possible themes for the conference included: universities in the 21st century (e.g., globalization, outreach, entrepreneurship).  The Executive Committee members thought this might be a good follow-up to next year’s theme on defining the academic discipline.  Arthur Levine from Columbia was recommended as a possible speaker.
12.0 A conference call follow-up to this meeting was discussed.  November 10th through 15th were recommended as possible dates.  J. Clark will send an e-mail to finalize the time and date of the call.
