Executive Committee Meeting
Conference Call
Members Present: J. Dunn (President), S. Silverman (Past President), B. Ulrich (President-Elect), C. Ennis (Member-at-Large), D. Perrin (Member-at-Large), K. Scott (Business Manager) 
Member Absent:  P. Martin (Secretary-Treasurer)
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm CDT by AAKPE President J. Dunn.

1.0 Minutes for the Executive Committee conference call from November 6, 2007 were not available for approval.
2.0 Membership Committee Recommendations – the membership committee held a conference call on February 26, 2008.   Dunn expressed his gratitude to Gary Kamen and the membership committee for their thoughtful work on the committee business thus far.  The committee made the following recommendations to the Executive Committee with regard to dealing with the issue of the 150 limit of Active Fellows:
2.1 Change to the Membership Committee Operating Code - The present guidelines require the membership committee to forward the name of every candidate receiving five or more membership committee votes for election consideration to the full Academy.  The membership committee is recommending that the membership committee change this to a minimum of six votes (2/3 of the committee) and ask President Dunn to obtain approval from the executive committee.  There was discussion about this issue.  Silverman put forward a motion which was seconded by Ennis that paragraph 2 under the heading of Election of fellows of the Membership Committee Operating Code be changed as follows:
“2.   The screening system involves independent reviewing and voting by each Committee member. The voting is based on either acceptance or rejection of each nominee. A minimum of  six acceptance votes is required for Committee approval. The Chairperson will summarize the results and inform all Committee members. The Chairperson will send a letter to each Fellow who nominated a candidate informing that person of the Committee decision regarding his or her nominee.”

The motion carried.

2.2 Recommended Changes to the By-Laws

2.2.1 Nominators of new Fellows not be Fellows at the same academic institution as the individual they are nominating.
2.2.2 Active Fellows be required to attend one Academy meeting at least once every five years.  [There was discussion and concern expressed over this recommendation.]
2.2.3 Raise the maximum number of fellows by 10% to 165

2.2.4 Active status require a 2/3 vote from all Academy fellows eligible to vote.

The Executive Committee had discussion of the above recommended By-Laws changes and will take them under advisement when bringing forth the EC’s recommendation to the membership for a vote in September.  The Executive Committee asked Dunn to have the Membership Committee develop a rationale for each of the committee’s recommended By-Law changes.
3.0 2008 Meeting Update
3.1 Site Update – Scott reported that the hotel was currently undergoing a renovation and the work was expected to be complete in April of 2008.  Otherwise there was nothing new to report on the site.

3.2 Program Update – Silverman reported on the current status of the program theme and discussion took place on potential speakers.

4.0 Updates
4.1 Spring Newsletter – Scott indicated that the plan is to have the spring newsletter posted to the Academy website on May 1st.  Hopefully, the new fellow election results will be available by then.  If not, the newsletter will wait until the results are finalized.  Scott will send a News Flash asking for newsletter contributions to be received by April 1st.  
4.2 Membership Renewal – Scott reported that all but three active members had renewed their memberships.
4.3 Officer Slate – Ulrich reported that the nominations committee had completed a slate of officers.  The president-elect candidates are Jan Harris and Roberta Rikli.  The secretary-treasurer candidates are Penny McCullagh and Mark Fischman.  The member-at-large candidates are Joe Hamill and Howard Zelaznik.  The voting will begin on March 14 and complete on April 11th.
4.4 Hetherington Award – Dunn indicated that the Awards Committee had selected Daryl Siedentop as the 2008 Hetherington Award Recipient.
4.5 Academy Papers Issue of QUEST – the issue came out in February as planned and as far as anyone knows, it was a smooth process and an excellent issue.
4.6 Updated contract with Human Kinetics – Dunn indicated that he had renewed the joint agreement between HK, NAKPEHE, and AAKPE on QUEST subscription costs and responsibilities of the Academy Papers issue.
4.7 Non-profit status – Scott reported that no activity had taken place on this but action would be taken before the next conference call.
4.8 Budget – Scott report that no activity had taken place since Martin and Scott met and outlined the parameters for the budget.
5.0 2009 Site Selection – Scott reported that she had visited five sites in California and had narrowed down the field to two sites in San Diego.  The two sites were the Catamaran Resort and the Town & Country Resort.  After a brief overview of the two sites, the board unanimously approved the Catamaran as the 2009 meeting site.  Several of the board had been to the Catamaran and were excited for the AAKPE meeting to be held there.  Scott will proceed to contract with the Catamaran for October 1-4, 2009 and will make the information available in the upcoming newsletter and on the website.
6.0 Academy Visibility – Dunn indicated that he would spend some time thinking about some initiatives to bring more visibility to the Academy.
7.0 Website – Scott asked if anyone had any suggested changes to the website.  Perrin suggested that the “Definition of Kinesiology” be changed to include the American Kinesiology Association in some way.  He asked that it be made clear that non-members are welcome to attend the annual meeting.  He also indicated that the “In Memoriam” section was out of date.  Scott explained that this section was a collection of memorials.  Perrin thought the format should be changed from newest to oldest rather than the reverse and that a date should be indicated for Lynn McCraw.  Scott will have those changes made.  Perrin also noted that the number of job listings was very small.  Scott explained that it had been a while since the first announcement and that another was needed.
8.0 Other Business
8.1 Scott indicated that the American Kinesiology Association was holding a Leadership/Strategic Planning seminar just prior to the Academy meeting in September and asked if the Academy members could be notified of this seminar.  The Executive Committee approved having an announcement in the spring Academy Newsletter.

President Dunn thanked the committee for their insight and action during the meeting and adjourned the meeting at 8:47 p.m. CDT.  It was decided that another conference call would be scheduled in early August.
