

AAKPE Minutes

March 26, 2009
Executive Committee Conference Call
Draft Minutes

1.  Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM CDT by AAKPE President B. Ulrich. Additions/changes to the agenda were asked for; none were made.

2.  Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the November 14, 2008 conference call, which were distributed previously by email, were approved unanimously.

3.  Secretary-Treasurer’s Report (M. Fischman)

In the past, there has not really been a formal mid-year report from the secretary-treasurer. It has been handled informally by a back-and-forth between the secretary-treasurer and business manager, K. Scott. The EC felt it would probably be a good idea to have a more formal mid-year report from the secretary-treasurer. K. Scott will send M. Fischman membership reports, bank statements, and credit card statements.
There was a brief discussion regarding changing the duration of the secretary-treasurer’s term of office. An increase to a 4-year term was suggested by past secretary-treasurer, Phil Martin, because of the Academy’s switch to a new investment company. J. Dunn suggested that M. Fischman should contact Phil Martin to further clarify his rationale for the increase in term of office. Further discussion of this issue was tabled for the fall 2009 conference call.
4.  Past-President’s Report (J. Dunn)
J. Dunn presented an update on plans for the 2009 conference program. Rainer Martens will be unable to give an opening address. The theme of the conference is “Kinesiology within the Academy: Thriving or Surviving.” In the Thursday session, J. Dunn will consider a speaker who can talk about the economic effects on the Academy. Possibilities include a president or provost in the California region, such as Tim White or Nancy Moreland. Gil Reeve will present assessment and accreditation issues related to how one evaluates excellence. Dave Wiggins will address demographics and the changing nature of the population. The Academy does not really reflect society. Scott Kretchmar could possibly do a paper on surviving in the Academy, and the importance of critical placement within the university. There was discussion of what international presenter we could get through the Lynn Vendien lecture fund.

J. Dunn would like to identify someone who can do a paper on entrepreneurship and finances. We need to think about ways to generate other revenue streams. B. Ulrich suggested asking Dave Andrews from Maryland, or perhaps someone from a business school. R. Rikli indicated that health and physical activity issues present good funding opportunities. 
J. Dunn is also considering a session on research that looks at collaboration and team-building. An example is Jeff McCubbin’s “Program of Choice” with the United Way at Oregon State. D. Perrin recently reviewed a proposal for an “Entrepreneurial Center for Excellence in Distance Education.” Perhaps there could be a panel discussion on best practices. B. Ulrich asked whether international programs, such as study abroad, might also fit into this. J. Dunn is still trying to engage some other people in conversations.
J. Dunn would like to get more leaders involved, as well as newer members of the Academy. The “Directory of Specialists” section of the website needs to be cleaned up and made current. K. Scott reported that HK is working on this and it has been put on the new registration area of the website. Members need to update their profiles. K. Scott will work on the Directory.
5.  President-Elect’s Report (R. Rikli)

Candidates for president-elect are Phil Martin and Mo Weiss. Candidates for member-at-large are Deb Rose and Tom Templin.
There is a need to change the Operating Code designation of deadlines for balloting. B. Ulrich proposed that the Operating Code should match what we are currently doing. It would be nice if the results of balloting could be included in the Spring Newsletter. K. Scott will look up the Operating Code and make a recommendation to the EC.

6.  Graduate Program Review Committee (B. Ulrich)

The EC reviewed the minutes from the GPRC’s February 15-16, 2009 meeting in Dallas, which were distributed in advance. We also reviewed a draft of the GPRC Operating Code, which was also distributed in advance. The GPRC made three recommendations: (1) reformat to be consistent with the operating code, (2) eliminate dates from the last sentence in the code, and (3) consider providing scholarships for the fee for schools that decline participation for economic reasons. The EC accepted recommendations 1 and 2, which K. Scott or A. Rose will add to the operating code. D. Perrin questioned the recommendation to give scholarships, and after considerable discussion, the EC unanimously opposed this recommendation.
· GPRC budget request. B. Ulrich questioned whether $20,000 will be enough, as we are already over-budget on this. Is it acceptable if the Academy has to come up with another $5,000 for the budget?
· Request by AKA to co-sponsor the evaluation. This request led to considerable discussion. J. Dunn thinks it should be an AAKPE endeavor; M. Fischman agreed. R. Rikli thinks it should also involve the AKA because of their more widespread involvement in kinesiology. The AKA could sanction the evaluation without actually taking part in conducting it. D. Perrin asked whether participants in the evaluation come only from schools with AAKPE fellows. He looked at the Carnegie Classifications and found 227 programs in kinesiology, but most are probably not doctoral programs. B. Ulrich questioned exactly what co-sponsorship with AKA means, and thinks the entire Academy membership needs to be involved with any decision. R. Rikli thinks the Committee must be unbiased. B. Ulrich stated that we want to encourage the AKA, but without co-sponsorship. D. Perrin suggested that at the fall conference we can discuss the AKA’s role. J. Dunn suggested a motion that we acknowledge and appreciate the support of the AKA, but we believe that the doctoral program evaluation should remain the purview of the AAKPE. B. Ulrich will write a statement to share with the AKA board.
· Item #5 – Recommended Changes in the Instrument: Faculty Data. J. Dunn questioned the ordering of names on publications. Some fields have different conventions for defining “senior” authorship. J. Hamill indicated that only the first author or last author are considered. R. Rikli asked about publishing in journals that are prestigious, but outside the field of kinesiology. Does this help our field? M. Fischman suggested an edit to #5b so that it reads “tenure track” position, rather than “tenured” position. 
B. Ulrich will share all our feedback with the Graduate Program Review Committee.

6.  Update on Standing Committees (B. Ulrich)

a. Membership. The number of active members seems low; according to K. Scott, people have not yet renewed. The EC does not have to approve the slate of new fellows; the membership committee handles this. The slate of new fellow candidates seems quite low this year. Is this any cause for alarm?


b. Awards. A. Rose reported that there are currently no nominations for the Hetherington Award. Tom Templin will be asked to send out another request for nominations.

7.  Need for Newsletter Editor (K. Scott, B. Ulrich)
K. Scott thinks it might be time to return to having a member of the Academy serve as the Newsletter editor. K. Scott and A. Rose have done an excellent job on the bulk of the work, but their time is becoming more limited. D. Perrin suggested that Kim and Amy put together a list of the tasks an editor would do. A. Rose will send out a listing. The EC asked if there could perhaps be a shared responsibility between the senior and junior members-at-large?

8.  Update on Membership Renewal (K. Scott)

10.  Public Relations Work (K. Scott)

11.  Update on Interviews with Very Senior Leaders (B. Ulrich)

Scott Kretchmar has interviewed John Lucas, Warren Fraleigh, and Earle Ziegler. We need to identify a new historian as Scott cannot continue to do it. B. Ulrich asked for suggestions. Possible individuals include Steve Wallace and Roberta Park.
12.  Update on Conference Site Planning for 2010 and Beyond (K. Scott)

Kim had to leave the meeting, but will get back to us via e-mail. Recent locations have been predominantly southern. Can we consider locations in the northeast?

B. Ulrich reported there is a company, Innovative Sports Training, Inc., that is interested in a sponsorship at the conference (i.e., and ad in our program). Are we interested in sponsorships/exhibitors at the conference, and if so, what might we charge?
13.  Other (B. Ulrich)

Gil Reeve, one of our two nominations for the AKA Board, was successful. Jane Clark was also selected for the AKA Board; she will represent NASPSPA.

There was no other business. The meeting was adjourned at 11:10 AM CDT.
