1.0 Minutes for the Executive Committee meeting on March 12, 2008 were approved unanimously.

Dunn applauded the work of the Membership Committee on a challenging issue facing AAKPE.  J. 2010 Conference Site: After a brief discussion, the Executive Committee agreed the 2010 meeting should return to the east coast.  A location in the northeastern U.S. was favored.
