September 11, 2009
Executive Committee Conference Call
Draft Minutes

1.  Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:30 AM EDST by AAKPE President B. Ulrich. Additions/changes to the agenda were asked for; R. Rikli asked whether it was time to look at the Academy’s future directions. It was decided to discuss this at the EC meeting in San Diego. No additions/changes to the agenda were made.

2.  Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the March 26, 2009 conference call, which were distributed previously by email, were approved unanimously.

3.  2009 Annual Meeting

a. Program Update (J. Dunn and K. Scott) – The program is set in terms of the schedule and making sure people follow up with papers for Quest. There will be a later start time and fewer presentations to allow for more discussion. There are 60 registered attendees so far, which is down considerably from previous years. Possible reasons for the lower attendance include the state of the economy and the smaller number of new inductees this year. R. Rikli suggested we look at the last two years’ inductees. Are they pretty narrowly defined in their disciplines? J. Hamill has tracked a large number of new fellows who get elected but never come back. J. Dunn said the responsibility rests with the sponsors and they should be reminded about this responsibility. M. Fischman suggested that it may be difficult to get travel money if you are not presenting at the conference. B. Ulrich will follow up by surveying the membership about non-attendees. The EC should send suggestions to her for the survey questions.
J. Hamill believes our previous discussion about conference attendance is too liberal. If you have not attended in three years, how can you be an “active” fellow? J. Dunn suggested that perhaps we need to go beyond the annual conference as our seminal event. Maybe we should consider a biannual conference. Also, should we be taking serious positions on important issues? This relates to future directions. R. Rikli said that we are just now becoming aware of the National Physical Activity Plan (NPAP). Should we be more political?
For the conference, J. Dunn needs some help with the package for the Vendien speaker. K. Scott provided budget details: $2,000 for a non-member and reimbursed expenses for a member. K. Scott will send out the program to the EC. M. Fischman will contact Mona Bhuta from Innovative Sports Training, Inc., a sponsor of this year’s conference, about sending an EC-approved email to all members. K. Scott would send this out the week of September 21, 2009. D. Perrin suggested we send one last email reminder about registration. K. Scott will follow up.


b. Tribute to Rainer and Julie Martens (J. Dunn, B. Ulrich, and K. Scott) – This is all set for Thursday evening following Tim White’s opening address. Glyn Roberts will give remarks for about 15 minutes. K. Scott and A. Rose have a plaque that will be presented to Rainer and Julie. There is an album of letters from Past-Presidents. K. Scott and A. Rose will discuss a PowerPoint presentation with B. Ulrich. J. Dunn asked if there was still time to accept letters and that we should remember that this tribute is also about Julie and her contributions to the Academy. J. Dunn suggested that B. Ulrich contact Rainer about giving the opening address in 2010; B. Ulrich will follow up. D. Perrin suggested videotaping the ceremony; K. Scott and A. Rose can do this. R. Rikli urged encouraging more people to attend. K. Scott will ask Julie Martens for names of former students and send them an email reminder. R. Rikli suggested that we might get more attendees if we gave them a role on the program, such as a session presider. There was discussion of Wojtek Chodzko-Zajko, who is at the University of Illinois, to represent the university. B. Ulrich will contact Wojtek.

c.  Agenda for Business Meeting:



i.  Discussion of Proposed Changes to Dues Structure – M. Fischman, as secretary-treasurer, will lead the discussion. K. Scott will prepare a PowerPoint. To increase the visibility of the Academy Papers, R. Rikli asked about publishing them separately. Perhaps Human Kinetics could have them at their conference displays. We could put “Academy Papers” on the cover of the Quest issue in which they are published. J. Dunn suggested that someone should do a project on the “Best of the Best” Academy Papers. K. Scott will do a marketing request with HK.



ii.  Financial Report – M. Fischman will present the report at the meeting. K. Scott has a few updates to the materials she recently sent out. B. Ulrich said that the portfolio value (Cozad Asset Management) needs to be shared with the members.


iii. & iv.  Operating Code for Shifting Doctoral Program Review Committee from Ad Hoc to Standing – R. Rikli thinks this proposal should come from Waneen Spirduso, chair of this committee. Waneen will be at the business meeting to share update on the committee’s activities and answer questions.



v.  Discussion of Sponsors for the Annual Meeting – M. Fischman will lead the discussion. Innovative Sports Training, Inc. will have a 1-page ad in the program and will also have a brochure included in the materials given to registrants. One issue that should be discussed at the business meeting is whether we want to allow potential sponsors to advertise on the AAKPE website. This issue came up in discussions M. Fischman recently had at the NASPSPA conference with a potential sponsor.

5.  AAKPE Involvement in the Development of the National Physical Activity Plan (NPAP)

A series of emails between Amelia Lee and B. Ulrich was recently sent to the EC members. AAKPE has been invited by Dan Bornstein to become an Organizational Affiliate of the NPAP. There are no financial obligations; we just need to name a representative. In the ensuing discussion, R. Rikli said that the AKA had concerns about the NPAP’s narrow definition of physical activity. The AKA sent a letter of concern to NPAP that physical activity is more than just fitness. J. Dunn expressed that if we become an affiliate, we should take a position against the report as currently written.

It was decided that B. Ulrich will respond to Dan Bornstein and accept the invitation. This will be announced at the business meeting. B. Ulrich will contact Amelia Lee and invite her, or possibly another NPAP committee member, such as Steve Blair or Russ Pate, to present a report. AAKPE will identify a contact person as chair, and a sub-committee to draft a response. A list of people will be developed at the business meeting. It is important to have diversity on this committee. Several potential members were mentioned, including Howie Zelaznik, Scott Kretchmar, Daryl Siedentop, and Jane Clark. We will identify a representative by late October.
Because several EC members had to leave at this time, B. Ulrich proposed that we table the rest of the agenda (items 4, 6-10). The proposal was approved unanimously.

There was no other business. The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 AM EDST.
