The meeting was called to order at 1:35 pm CST by AAKPE President J. Dunn.

1.0 Minutes for the Executive Committee meetings on September 27 and 29, 2007 and the annual business meeting on September 28, 2007 in Savannah, Georgia were discussed briefly and tabled for further review prior to approval.  
2.0 2008 annual meeting
2.1
Program planning: S. Silverman reported his development work on the 2008 meeting theme and expressed several goals: a) wants to develop a theme that cross multiple areas of specialization and bridge those areas, b) wants to avoid program emphases that focus on just a single area of specialization, c) wants to sustain significant discussion periods.
2.2
Meeting site update: K. Scott informed the committee that plans to host the 2008 meeting at the Millennium Knickerbocker Hotel in Chicago remain on track.  No updates were reported.  She also reported that the American Kinesiology Association plans to host a strategic planning/leadership seminar led by former AAKPE President Gil Reeve on the day prior to the start of the AAKPE annual meeting.  

3.0 Action items

3.1
Selection of committee chairs and members: J. Dunn reported that the identification of committee chairs and members is complete with one exception.  

3.2
Fall newsletter: All fall newsletter items are to be submitted by November 9, 2007. The EC supported the concept of distributing the newsletter more broadly than the AAKPE membership.  C. Ennis will investigate opportunities further.

3.3
Membership renewal: K. Scott reported annual renewal notices were distributed in late November.

3.4
Call for officer nominations: The EC was encouraged to consider possibilities for president-elect, secretary-treasurer, and member-at-large.  A February 1, 2008 deadline for nominations from the AAKPE membership is planned.
3.5
Call for Hetherington Award nominations: A February 1, 2008 deadline is also planned for Hetherington Award nominations.  

3.6
Call for new fellow nominations: The EC discussed the issue of the current limit on the number of AAKPE Fellows dictated by the bylaws and the limited number of slots open for new fellows. Several recommendations to the membership were discussed but no formal recommendations were finalized.

3.7
Updating operating codes: The EC discussed the need to update operating codes of EC members, particularly that pertaining to the member-at-large and his/her responsibilities related to newsletter and website development and content.

3.8
Bylaws issues: Discussion continued on the limit on the number of AAKPE Fellows (see 3.6).
3.9
AAKPE non-profit status/dissolution-reincorporation: The EC discussed the need to ensure the AAKPE is formally registered as a non-profit organization.  AAKPE was originally incorporated in Maryland.  Because all or most of the financial business of the AAKPE is conducted in Illinois, consideration was given to reincorporating the AAKPE in Illinois and filing for non-profit status in the process.  The legal requirements to do so, however, were viewed as being prohibitive.  Thus, the proposed course of action was to remain incorporated in Maryland and to file the appropriate IRS forms for non-profit status. 
3.10
Budget: P. Martin will work with the Business Manager to propose a revised model for presenting the annual budget for the AAKPE.

4.0 2007 Annual Meeting wrap-up
4.1
Financial summary: K. Scott presented the final financial summary for the 2007 annual meeting in Savannah.  The summary reflected a deficit of $3968.  A substantial portion of this deficit ($2534), however, is associated with Vendien and new fellow expenses, which are supported from non-meeting revenue sources.  The EC accepted the report.

4.2
Quest manuscripts: No new updates from J. Clark, the immediate past president, were reported.  The final deadline for submissions is November 15, 2007.

5.0 Planning for 2009 meeting site: The EC discussed having the 2009 annual meeting on the west coast and suggested targeting a California site.  Several cities were discussed as potential targets.  K. Scott will investigate and provide more detailed recommendations.

6.0
AAKPE visibility: J. Dunn initiated a discussion of expanding the visibility of AAKPE, e.g., expanding the distribution of the newsletter.  Discussion is to continue.

7.0
Website issues: K. Scott reported that position announcements have been added as a feature of the AAKPE website.  Updates to website content are needed and will be advanced by K. Scott.
